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From the Pastor’s Desk

“You cannot tell the story of injustice without telling the story of power.

It requires integrity to become honest about how our power systems and
our position in the world affect our capacity to do justice. Which is to say,
justice can never be severed from mercy. The two sway and balance each other as we move into the
stories of our and others’ wrongs.” - Cole Arthur Riley

As | let Isaiah 58 swirl within me this Lent, | find myself consistently wanting to point my finger at others.

“I have to loosen these bonds of injustice, because YOU people keep oppressing and marginalizing and
being violent,” | keep thinking. YOU people are the problem. | can see the injustice. We at Stone Church
can see how YOU are making it worse. YOUR power, YOUR greed, YOUR Christian Nationalism - YOU are
the problem.

You see the trap, right? The self-made chains that bind me to my own vision of right-ness, my own power?

One of the gifts of choosing to move through this one scripture text slowly, over the course of weeks, is the
ways it forces me to slow down. To move beyond my knee-jerk reaction and consider what more God may
want for me when God speaks through the prophet Isaiah:

Is not this the fast that | choose:
to loose the bonds of injustice,
to undo the straps of the yoke,
to let the oppressed go free,

and to break every yoke?

It's not that this text isn’t calling us to DO something - to bust up some systems, to protest, to make some
noise - but the instinct to rush in and save it all doesn’t serve us well all the time. Nurturing our ability to
listen, discern, and move with intention is important. “What if what we take as stiliness is not always
inactivity as we perceive it?” Cole Arthur Riley wonders, “Can there be a form of contemplation that is at
once stillness and movement? Some might say the beginnings of Christian monasticism were, in part, a
defiant protest against the elitism and centering of the upper class in the faith. And today, activism tells the
truth about what is and imagines what should be. This imagination for justice requires contemplation.”

Imagination for justice requires contemplation, and my ongoing contemplation keeps inviting me to a place
where our work is deeper than seeing how particular other groups are getting it wrong and causing the
oppression and violence and injustice that | despise. Deeper contemplation pulls me away from the
ensnaring chains of believing that | am right and whole while others are beyond redemption. Again, Riley
speaks wisely, “You might think justice is a form of choosing sides, choosing whom to stand behind. In a
way, maybe it is. But justice doesn’t choose whose dignity is superior. It upholds the dignity of all those
involved, no matter whom it offends or what it costs...Ilt communicates that what has been done is not
what the offender was made for. They, too, were made for beauty. In justice, everyone becomes more
human, everyone bears the image of the divine.”

Then your light shall break forth like the dawn, and your healing shall spring up quickly. - Isaiah 58:8a
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Summer of Renewal 2027:
What Makes Your Heart Sing?

It really began with teaching myself to crochet. Several years ago, because of a long history of crocheters in
my family and because | needed to do something creative that was not worship planning, sermon writing, or
facilitating a group, | decided to teach myself to crochet. | fell in love. | could mess up and start over without
feeling like | let anyone down. | could slow down. | could use colors or stitches just because they felt beautiful.
| thought | was just learning to crochet, but | was beginning to learn the beauty of creating for the sheer joy of
it. I am still growing into this reality - trying new ways and things to create just for the joy of it: watercolors,
poetry, spaces in my home. It shouldn’t surprise me, the creative parts of my ministry work have always been
my favorite - creating worship and liturgy, planning for a group gathering, preparing a physical space - these
things make my heart sing. And when | try creative outlets that are NOT ministry specific, but still deeply
spiritual, | find that | get better at both. | need both.

This is the opening of the written portion of our congregational grant application to Lilly Clergy Renewal
Program. It responds to a question about how the time of renewal we are planning for the Summer of 2027
will make the pastor’s heart sing. So here is a look into what we have planned for the pastors and our
family:

Solo retreat time at Pendle Hill Quaker Spiritual Center including access to the art studio, an art class,
and daily silent worship. Time with close friends who are artists in Staunton, Va, where we will create for
the joy of it. Relaxing as a couple - without the kids. And traveling with the kids to be with family and friends.
A trip to Ecuador that includes classes with artisans, a homestay with indigenous weavers, unscheduled
downtime, a visit into the rainforest, and a trip to the Galapagos Islands. After some rest at home, the travel
portion of the renewal leave ends with a trip to the retreat center, Loyola on the Potomac for silence, lovely
views, and spiritual direction.

But the renewal time is for all of us. The congregation also gets to explore what makes YOUR heart sing?
How might you embrace joy and meaning-making in this time of renewal? Here is a look at what has been
planned for the congregation:

Creative engagement with worship through experiences like eating together, hearing from one another
about creative spiritual practices - and trying a few, as well as sermons prepared by some familiar faces, a
hymn-sing, and a Taizé-style worship. The final renewal event will be a catered block party to celebrate
coming back to one another and the beginning of our fall semester. The grant proposal asks for money to E
pay outside speakers, pay for a couple meals and the block party, compensate Marty for doing worship '
coordination, and buy supplies to support practicing some of the creative and artistic spiritual practices
you bring.

“watch people in our community lead in new ways” through guest preaching, stepping up to support one
another, and in the teaching and sharing of our own creative endeavors. It is all so exciting to look forward to.
Which may leave you asking - what happens next? The application will be submitted by March 17. We will
know in August if we are receiving it - which will give us lots of time to put plans and dreams into place so
that by the summer of 2027, we have the space prepared for renewal.

The Stone Church Deacons have found ways to be effective caregivers. We decided that we would
form sub-groups to use our spiritual gifts and energy to be more specific in our caregiving. We
developed the following small groups within the deacon team: Greeting Cards; Prepare & Assist for
Love Feast/Communion; Transportation, Visitation, Assist with Anointing; Prepare & Deliver Meals;

Joan Deeter, in the Brethren publication Called to Caregiving, has said: “Those best qualified to
serve as deacons will be those who have themselves known brokenness, who have grown strong
at the broken places, who have known God’s strength most powerfully because of their own
weakness, and who are willing to risk sharing their stories. .. Those most ready to serve as
deacons are those who have experienced the joy of rebirth.”

Please prayerfully consider names of people you think would be good deacons for our
congregation.

The Stone Church Deacons are members of the church, called out from the body to be
dedicated caregivers using spiritual gifts to support the Stone Church pastors and our community
of faith.

Anne Rice, Teacher Assistant cites that Sunday School “helps [children] to know how much they’re loved
by God and how to share that love with others.” It’s putting faith into practice which the class was
challenged to do on a recent Sunday when children learned about a parable in Matthew 25 about sheep,
goats and judgement using the Shine Curriculum from Brethren Press. In the Sunday School book,
Dorothy Jean Weaver writes, ‘Jesus said that when we care for
others, we are caring for Him.”

Following the lesson, there was a lively discussion on how we
can help others.
